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(Parts 1 - 11 covered the
period from “Captain Billy”
Fawcett’s 1921 purchase
of the property to the late
1970s.)

In the mid-1970s
Whitebirch, Inc. was
formed with the objective
of developing 2600 acres
surrounding Hopkins
House Breezy Point
Resort. 

Jerry Lenz, a former part-
ner of Don Eastvold and
Ginny Simms during their
ownership of the Resort in
the mid-1960s, became a
50% owner of Whitebirch
with the Hopkins House
investors consisting of
Herb Mason, Don Hagen,
Joe Knoblach, Jim
Harmon and Dave
Gravdahl, who is general
manager of the Resort
today.

Bob Spizzo, in 1977,
bought a portion of Lenz's
ownership in Whitebirch
and together they
embarked upon the devel-
opment of a timeshare
operation, Minnesota's
first.

The 2600 acres belonged
to Brownie Cote, the
owner of Grand View
Lodge. He had had a
working relationship with
Eastvold and Simms
whereby he would sign
over to them individual
lots as they were sold. 

When the Eastvold-Simms
business went into bank-
ruptcy Cote retained own-
ership of the remaining

land.  

In February of 1981,
Spizzo proposed to the
Hopkins House investors
the purchase of their 50%
ownership of Whitebirch.
This would enable a more
focused approach to the
timeshare development. 

Hopkins countered with
an offer of both their
Whitebirch interest and
the entire Resort. The deal
was struck and after some
complex bank financing
and leveraging Spizzo and
Lenz found themselves
the newest in a long line of
Breezy Point Resort own-
ers. Before the ink on the
deal had dried Whitebirch
was further leveraged with
the purchase of the 2600
acres from Cote. 

Breezy Point Resort had

become a subsidiary of
Whitebirch, Inc. 

On the one hand, the
Resort’s name was well-
known. On the other
hand, it was not only tired
and in need of extensive

updating, it was still a
summer only business
that would require year
round operations to sup-
port the timeshare
owner’s expectations.

The Resort was still suf-
fering the stigma of the
Eastvold-Simms bank-
ruptcy and mismanage-
ment. 

Hopkins House had been
successful in reestablish-
ing the Resort's credit
with its vendors but the
bankers in the area were
all too aware of the past
financial troubles thus
they were gun-shy of any
future financial involve-
ment. 

It was indeed a far cry
from the high-flying
“Capt. Billy” Fawcett era
where the celebrities and
stars played and there
was an endless supply of
cash.

Nevertheless, Whitebirch
created an ambitious 25
year business plan.
Working with the City of
Breezy Point and all of
the regulatory agencies,
Whitebirch moved for-
ward. The initial hurdle
was the creation of an
environment impact state-
ment (EIS), reportedly
Minnesota's first.  With
the able help of Jim
Harmon, a former
Hopkins House partner,
the expensive and time-
consuming EIS was ap-
proved. 

The wide scale of
Whitebirch's development
plan could not have been

i m p l e m e n t e d
without the City's
construction of a
municipal sewer
system in the
1970s. White-
birch, again with
the assistance of
Jim Harmon, had
worked closely
with Mayor
Gordon Thrane to
obtain the appro-
priate regulatory
approvals and
funding to make
the sewer system
a reality. 

From its first
days of planning
the sewer project
was locally a very
c o n t r o v e r s i a l
topic.

Captain Bud Gaylord and the
Paddlin’ Pelican

Twenty nine years before
the Breezy Belle made her
maiden voyage on Pelican
Lake, the Paddlin’ Pelican
made her debut as the
Resort’s 57-foot, 50-pas-
senger cruise boat. From
1981 through the 1996
season she hosted the
Resort guests on countless
maritime excursions.

Her first year of operation
was under the command of
Denny Gustafson who had
worked as a caddy for Capt.
Billy Fawcett  in the 1930s.

In 1982, her command was
turned over to Frederick
Alan Gaylord II, better
known as Captain Bud.
Truly, a "renaissance man",
his life’s experiences read
like a novel.

Born in 1921, he was fasci-
nated with airplanes and
although his father wanted
him to follow his example
as a postmaster, Bud
attended the University of
California and studied

aeronautical engineering. 

At 17, he was giving flying
lessons.

Bud joined the Army Air
Corps Ferrying Command
in 1942. He flew out of sev-
eral airfields in Asia and the
south Pacific and flew the

"Burma Hump", resupply-
ing aircraft needed in the
war effort.

After the war, he flew for
Avalon Air Transport in
California. Flying from Las
Vegas to Catalina Island,
Bud became acquainted
with Frank Sinatra and the
"Rat Pack" and during his
layovers frequently joined
them in poker games.  

He moved his family to

Libya in 1966, started
Libyan Aviation Co. and
flew for NATO and the
United Nations. He also
was part of the Sahara
Desert Search and Rescue
Team. In 1969, when
Muammar Gaddafi seized
power in a military coup,
Bud found himself flying

charters for Gaddafi.

In 1972, the family moved
to Nigeria where Bud flew
money to various locations
for Central Bank. 

Bud’s wife, Jeanette, was
an international horse
show competitor. Each of
the family moves required
shipping the horses to
Bud’s next adventure.

Bud moved the family back

to the United States in
1978 because of his wife's
health concerns. Jeanette
passed away shortly there-
after.

Bud retired from flying and
he and his son, Pete, moved
to the Breezy Point area.
He was captain of the
Paddlin' Pelican until his
retirement in 1996. Bud
passed away on June 10,
2007, at age 86.

During a flying career span-
ning 4 decades, Bud was
type-rated in almost every
piston driven airplane from
single engine Pipers to the
4-engine Boeing B-29
Superfortress. 

Bud’s son, Pete, is the chef
at the Resort’s Convention
Center.

The Paddlin’ Pelican

In additon to the present conventions and weekly rentals, a new program is being
introduced to the public at Breezy Point called Time Sharing, which is an innovation
started in Europe and now gaining wide acceptance at all of America’s better Resort
areas.

Time Sharing is simply the ownership of the period of time a family vacations instead
of renting. A vacationer can buy one or more weeks as his “share”. The unit is then
his for the same period every year. The initial payment is modest compared to own-
ing a cabin or condo all by himself.

Breezy Point is planning to affiliate with an Exchange system whereby the owner may
arrange to swap his week of weeks with another owner in another country or even
the world.

Time Sharing’s Introduction
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To the average golfer teeing
up on Breezy Point Resort's
Traditional or Whitebirch
golf courses the beautiful
landscaping and meticu-
lously manicured fairways
and greens are taken for
granted, as if Mother Nature
has done her work. She cer-
tainly helps but the ulti-
mate responsibility rests on
the shoulders of Mark
Johnson, the Resort's

director of golf.

Mark, a PGA certified pro-
fessional, has supervised
the Resort's golf operations
since 1999.  This includes
insuring the courses are in
top condition for individual
and tournament play,
staffing for course mainte-
nance and the pro shops
and scheduling of tee times
and special events. He also
squeezes in ample time for
individual 1-hour golf
instructions.

The Resort hosts up to 50
corporate and private tour-
naments each year, some
with up to 300 players. For
those tournaments with
start times as early as 6 AM,
the greens keepers are out
cutting the fairways and

greens at 3 AM. This makes
for some incredibly long
days but Mark takes it in
stride, saying his favorite
part of the job is dealing
with people, regardless of
the hour.

One of his more memorable
experiences was getting to
work on an April morning a
few years ago and being told
he better take a look at
some vandalism on the first
green of the Whitebirch
course. Upon his inspec-
tion, he found a 3-foot wide
hole containing a sleeping
bear!

Opponents of  White-
birch's development plans
had quickly united but
their objections failed to
stop the sewer system's
construction. 

Following its master plan,
Whitebirch pushed on by
designing, constructing,
marketing and managing
several hundred time-
share units.  Each unit
was sold to 51 individual
owners, all of whom would
pay real estate taxes and
contribute to the local
economy on a year-round
bases.

Coinciding with White-
birch's cash hungry build-
ing program, the economy
took a turn for the worst
with inflation and sky-
rocketing interest rates.
The 144 High Village units
and Marina II restaurant
projects were indefinitely
put on hold when two of
the Resort's lead banks
closed.  

The Whitebirch/Breezy

Point management team,
headed by CEO Bob
Spizzo, survived the eco-
nomic downturn but the
Spizzo/Lenz partnership
was strained to the point
that Spizzo sought out a
"White Knight"  to acquire
the Lenz interest in
Whitebirch Inc.

The hoped for white
knight was Tim Oliver, a
young attorney who had
many big ideas but little
cash.  Within a short time
Oliver's two brothers were
also added to the
Whitebirch payroll. 

Spizzo stepped back in
hopes that this new man-
agement team had the
resources and ability to
elevate the company to
the next level.  Instead of
concentrating on its core
business  Whitebirch went
on a spending spree,
leveraging the company
into a billboard business,
truck stops, Wisconsin
campgrounds and insur-
ance sales. Whitebirch's

finances were quickly
stretched woefully thin. 

The Oliver's now realized
that the Resort business
was not as easy as they
thought.  Income dropped
while expenses grew.  

Several marketing firms
were consulted but noth-
ing stemmed the flow of
red ink.  

Spizzo realized he had
only one option and that
was to buy out Oliver's
ownership and concen-
trate on Whitebirch’s
future.

A deal with Oliver was
struck and Spizzo wrested
control. It was now up to
Spizzo and his dedicated
team, some of whom are
still working for
Whitebirch, to save the
fractured organization
and regain the trust of its
lenders and customers
alike.

Russ Carlyle passed away
on May 3, 2011 at age 96. 

Russ was the lead singer
with the Blue Barron
Orchestra during which
time he was voted the
fourth top vocalist in the
country by Billboard
Magazine. 

In the early '40s, he
organized his own band,
The Romantic Style of
Russ Carlyle. 

His career spanned
numerous ballrooms,
country clubs, resorts and
hotels culminating with

the Dunes Hotel in Las
Vegas and the Arizona
Biltmore Hotel in Phoenix. 

Russ performed at Breezy
Point Resort in the mid-
1960s, fell in love with the
area and made it his
home. He spent his last
years between Breezy
Point and Scottsdale,
Arizona.

Russ was an ardent sup-
porter of the Resort and
the area and penned the
song, “You’ve Never Fallen
in Love Until You’ve Fallen
in Love at Breezy Point”.

Jim Harmon was named
resident manager of the
Resort in 1968 when it
was acquired by the
Hopkins House partners.

The Resort had been in
bankruptcy for the two
prior years and Jim was
charged with the spring
opening with no employ-
ees, facilities in disrepair
and no reservations on

the books. In spite of
these obstacles he got the
Resort up and running. 

In 1972 he became a part-
ner in the Hopkins House
Breezy Point Resort. 

Jim successfully pursued
the building of the City of
Breezy Point’s sewer sys-
tem and was instrumental
in the Resort’s efforts to
gain the necessary gov-
ernment approvals for the
development of the 750
deeded campsites that
today make up the
Whitebirch RV Resort.

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Question: How are activ-
ities for timeshare owners
selected and why not have
bus tours etc?

Answer: When you are
using points and staying
before and after a check-
in/check-out day you will
have to move if the owner
is using that unit for their
week. 

Question: I want to stay
in a certain area of the
resort but do not want to
come on the listed check
in days. Is there anyway
around this?  

Answer: No, unless you
book through Points and
use only part of a week.
Otherwise check-in dates
are firm in each building.

RCI NEWS & UPDATES

Several timeshare owners have reported
being contacted by companies offering to
sell, buy or rent their timeshare. As an
inducement, they claim to have a buyer
ready to purchase the timeshare or
assurances they can sell it.

In all cases, the owner is being told that
they must pay up-front fees as high as
$5000 for services, closing costs or other
fees. Once the money is received these
companies often disappear.

Adding insult to injury, after the company
gets the money from the owner they take
no action to sell, buy or rent the owner’s
week or relieve the owner of the ongoing
responsibility for association fees.  

The following are tips to protect yourself:

-  If it sounds too good to be true, it
probably is!

-  Be wary of up-front fees.
-  Don't agree to anything before
researching the company.
-  Demand everything in writing.
-  Don't be tricked by fancy sounding
addresses or titles.

Under no circumstances should you
pay in advance any fees for the sale
or rental of your timeshare.

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Don’t Be Fooled...Ticks Don’t Tickle Whitebirch Village

Breezy Pointer

Understanding the sci-
ence behind Lyme disease
is not easy, but Dr.
Elizabeth Maloney, a
Lyme specialist, recently
gave interested citizens in
Pequot Lakes a science
lesson.

Maloney was the guest
speaker at the Sept. 8
meeting of the Minnesota
Lyme Support Group of
the Brainerd Lakes Area. 

Maloney,  with the
Minnesota Lyme Association,
spoke specifically about
the bacteria Borrelia
burgdorferi, which is the
agent of Lyme disease.

"This brilliant bug causes
havoc and it is the most
complex of all known bac-
teria," Maloney said.

She said there are many
different strains of
Borrelia. In the United
States the strain that
makes humans sick is
burgdorferi. In Europe
there are four strains that
people have to be aware of
for diagnosis and treat-
ment purposes.

Maloney's explanation
about the bacterium's
highly developed tricks for
survival was one of the
main topics of the presen-

tation.

There are two main ways
that the bacteria may sur-
vive: by either changing
itself or inducing the host
to change.

One way that Borrelia
burgdorferi has induced a
host to change is seen in
ticks.

Maloney said when a tick
gets ready to bite, the bac-
teria actually causes more
saliva to be produced than
is necessary and the tick
secretes a protein that
keeps a human's antibod-
ies from being able to
attach to the bacteria.

Borrelia burgdorferi has
learned to change itself in
many ways to evade the
human body's immune
system.

One way of evasion,
Maloney said, is for
Borrelia burgdorferi to
change what it looks like
so that when antibodies
come in search of what
the bacteria used to look
like, the antibodies won't
be able to kill the new
form the bacteria is in.

"Our immune system is
always one step behind,"
Maloney said.

Another way that Borrelia
burgdorferi evades our
immune system is to hide
themselves in the human
body's proteins.

"In a sense, it has its own
wardrobe of coats and one
coat that it borrows from
us," Maloney said.

Another technique the
bacteria uses is to change
the physical form it is in
from a mobile form to a
cyst form to a granule
form. Maloney said antibi-
otics that are effective on
the mobile form of the
bacteria do not work on
the cyst form.

"You can't know what
form the Borrelia is in. It's
best to believe that if you
have been sick for
months, assume you have
both the mobile form and
the cyst," Maloney said. 

Also, Borrelia burgdorferi
hides out in the few places
in our body where the
immune system can't go.
Those hideouts include
the brain, eyes and joints.

Maloney warned that
Borrelia burgdorferi has
the ability to catch a ride
on platelets in the blood
stream and travel any-
where in the body and it

can affect many different
systems in the body in-
cluding the nervous sys-
tem.

Maloney said there are
many more ways that
Borrelia burgdorferi tricks
our immune system,
which is why it is impor-
tant for everyone to
become knowledgeable
about Lyme disease and
signs to watch out for.

"Remember the most com-
mon rash of Lyme is a
solid oval. A bull's-eye
rash only presents in
about 20 percent of people
and only 70 percent of
people get a rash at all,"
Maloney said.
