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Since early this summer,
rumors have been growing,
particularly with our
Winnipeg and Thunder
Bay, Canada, guests, about
Whitebirch's purchase of
Deacon's Lodge Golf
Course. Golfers from near
and far have speculated on
the implications of such a
deal. 

Whitebirch, Inc., the parent
company of Breezy Point
Resort, recently confirmed
its purchase of Deacon's
Lodge Golf Course.

The Arnold Palmer de-
signed course, named after
Palmer's father, will be the
fourth 18-hole course
owned and operated by
Whitebirch.

Whitebirch's other golf

courses are Breezy Point
Resort's Traditional and
Whitebirch   Championship
golf courses and Forest
Hills Resort's golf course in
Detroit Lakes, MN.

Deacon's Lodge opened on
May 31, 1999. The grand
opening ceremonies fea-
tured, among others,
Arnold Palmer and Gover-
nor Jesse Ventura.

Initial planning for the
course began in 1997 with
Palmer's golf course con-
sulting group, Palmer De-
sign, leading the layout of
the course on the 450 acre
property.

This wasn't the first effort
at building a golf course on
the site. A decade earlier a
group of investors initiated
plans for a course but it
never came to fruition.

Deacon’s Lodge was devel-
oped and owned by an
investor group, Sienna
Corp. Its operations were
previously managed by

Grand View Lodge.

Deacon's was designed to
capitalize on the surround-
ing lakes and wetlands.  

Environmental concerns
were at the forefront during
the design and building
phases and incorporated
the rolling, heavily wooded
terrain into the plan with a
minimum of earth moving.

The clubhouse, home to
Palmer's Grill, was designed
to blend with the surround-
ing landscape. 

Deacon's Lodge has been a
favorite in golfing circles
since its inception. 

Only a heartbeat from
Breezy Point Resort, Dea-
con's Lodge will offer the
Resort's guests as well as
the public another great
golf option.

A side benefit to the sur-
rounding communities will
be an increase in real estate
taxes and the employment

base to maintain and oper-
ate the course.

Bob Spizzo, Whitebirch
CEO, said, "We're definitely
excited about the addition
of Deacon's Lodge to our
golf offerings. 

The beauty alone is worth a

visit. Deacon's fits in per-
fectly with our business
plan and capitalizes on the
variety of golfing options for
our guests. As word about
the purchase spread, we've
been inundated with enthu-
siastic calls asking for more
details on the Resort's
plans for the course. 

Over the coming winter,
we'll be developing attrac-
tive packages to incorporate
Deacon's into the Breezy
Point Resort golf experi-
ence.”

Parts 1 - 13 covered the peri-

od from Captain "Billy"

Fawcett's 1921 purchase of

the property to the early

1980s.

In the early 1980s the men-
tion of the word timeshare
brought thoughts of shar-
ing time on a computer, a
popular way for people to
use computers without the
expense of buying one of
their own. That definition

was about to change.

Breezy Point Resort contin-
ued on its evolution after
surviving some financially
turbulent times during the
1960s and 1970s. 

The joint ownership be-
tween the Hopkins House
investors and the White-
birch organization reached
a point that required the
next phase or it would
become stagnant. 

Bob Spizzo had come to
Breezy Point in 1977 to
spearhead Whitebirch's de-
velopment of 3000 acres
through the sale of home
sites and the 750 deeded
campsites.

Spizzo and his former part-
ner owned a portion of
Whitebirch, Inc. and in
1981 acquired from the
Hopkins House investors
the remaining share, which

The Breezy Point North
Stars' opened their inaugu-
ral season with a home
game on September 15
against the North Iowa
Bulls. Local interest, which
has been building since the
announcement last spring
of the new Whitebirch, Inc.
North American Hockey
League Tier III team fran-
chise, resulted in a sellout
crowd. 

The league currently has
three teams that call
Minnesota home: the
Granite City Lumberjacks
(Sauk Rapids, MN),
Minnesota Flying Aces

out of Mason City, Iowa,
complete the league’s West
Division. 16 teams from
seven states (Illinois, Iowa,
Michigan, Minnesota, Mis-
souri, Ohio and Pennsyl-
vania) currently compete in
the league.

The North Star players went
through a rigorous tryout
process during the summer
months, after which the
final 25 team members
were selected and began
team practice.

Head coach Bryan “Henry”
Henrichs and asst. coach
Kevin Wessman closely
supervise the daily work-
outs and practices. 

Joe Bergquist, general
manager of Breezy Point
Sports, started the quest for
a junior team in 2006.
Initial talks with the

Minnesota Junior Hockey
League were uneventful and
in 2011 the NAHL an-
nounced it was coming to
Minnesota.

Bergquist quickly sought
NAHL approval for a team
based at Breezy Point. The
league’s team criteria was
met and the franchise was
awarded in January 2012.

They’re carefully
orchestrated by Joe
Bergquist, Breezy Point
Sports general manager. His
is a 24/7 job, of which he
says, “I’ve never been so

happy.”

A graduate of Pine River high
school, Joe’s background is
varied, from operating a retail
food business in the Twin
Cities to a 12-year stint as
regional manager with BFI
and VEIT.

In 2000 Joe moved to Pequot
Lakes and operated his own
building contractor business.

In 2005 he accepted the posi-
tion of general manager of the
Breezy Point Ice Arena. His
role there is overseeing the
day-to-day operation of the
arena as well as long term
planning. Realizing that in
order to make the arena

viable on a year-round basis,
he immediately began  sched-
uling hockey tournaments
during the winter months
and establishing summer
hockey and figure skating
camps. 

The tournament schedule
has now matured into a 16
week, 16 team production.
These tournaments alone
attract over 10,000 people to
the Breezy Point Area in the
winter months.

In 2006, Joe started the
summer camps that include
10 weeks of hockey and fig-
ure skating instruction.

The summer camps entail

much more than ice time. 

The dormitory next to the
arena becomes the home
away from home for the
campers and includes guest
rooms, workout rooms and a
cafeteria.

Joe’s strong suit is his atten-
tion to detail and ability to
coordinate these activities
into a seamless experience.
His crowning achievement
has been the establishment
of the NAHL Breezy Point
North Stars franchise.  

Although Joe calls it a “retire-
ment job”, it’s obviously far
from it.

in turn acquired Breezy
Point Resort.

The Resort was showing its
age. It was in desperate
need of reestablishing its
reputation in order to com-
pete with other well known
resorts in the area. An over-
haul of its facilities was the
first order of business.

Spizzo's experience in time-
share development and
sales in Mexico convinced
him that there was a time-
share market in the
Midwest. The challenge
would be convincing every-
one else - including the
bankers.

Consultants, architects and
lenders were at first filled
with doubt but agreed to a
pilot effort of converting
several of the original log
cabins along the Traditional
Golf Course. 

The cabins each had 2
units; a studio unit on one
side and a 2-bedroom unit
on the other side. Each
cabin was gutted and

stripped down to the bare
walls. Architects, interior
decorators and contractors
transformed the old cabins
into 2- and 3-bedroom
homes. Since they would be
year-round homes, insula-
tion was added as well as
fireplaces, decks and hot
tubs. They became modern
resort homes with an
emphasis on rustic ele-
gance. 

The State of Minnesota had
no regulations on the mar-
keting and sale of time-
shares and up until the
development at Breezy
Point had no need for them. 

With the assistance one of
the most prestigious law
firm in the Twin Cities, the
necessary regulatory docu-
ments were constructed
and presented to the State
for its adoption of the regu-
lations. Upon the State's
approval, marketing and
sales efforts began for the
initial units, named the
Chalets. 

Spizzo contacted Resort

Condominium International
(RCI) and convinced them
that northern Minnesota is
a most desirable destina-
tion for Midwesterners. 

The next step was the hir-
ing and training of a sales
force to promote the new
timeshare product. The first
sales office was in the log
building at the Red Barn
Riding Stables and then
moved to the Fawcett
House. The need for more
sales people grew and a
new office was built for that
purpose. (It has since been
converted into the dormito-
ry at the Ice Arena.)

The sales staff grew to 100,
handling campground, resi-
dential lot and timeshare
sales.

These modest beginnings
grew into what is today the
largest timeshare operation
in the Midwest with over
12,000 owners. While many
timeshare operations were
started by developers who
sold out the units and left
for other ventures, White-

birch has designed, built
and marketed the units and
continues to maintain and
manage them. 

Each timeshare complex is
independently owned by the
respective timeshare asso-
ciation. The board of direc-
tors of each association is
comprised of elected time-
share owners in that com-
plex.

In 1997 the management of
the timeshare association
properties underwent a
controversial and litigious
change lead by a former
Resort employee. It resulted
in a second management
company on the Resort
property. The once harmo-
nious relationship between
several timeshare boards
and the Resort  became
strained. In spite of this,
Whitebirch continued an
agressive building expan-
sion program.

Today Whitebirch manages
3 timeshare properties in-
cluding those which have
the RCI Gold Crown Desig-
nation. 

RCI's designation of Gold

Crown is based on surveys
of timeshare guests who
rate their experience on the
check-in check-out process,
hospitality, maintenance of
the resort, maintenance of
the unit and housekeeping.

Through the trade process
at RCI, Breezy Point Resort
hosts timeshare exchanges
from all over the world,
including China, Mexico,
Europe and the Caribbean.

The future of timesharing at
Breezy Point Resort is
bright as more vacationers
realize that it is far less
expensive to use a half-a-
tank of gas rather than fly-
ing to a distant location.

As the Whitebirch Estates
timeshare development nears
completion, on the drawing
board is the second phase
of High Village, for which
the necessary Planned Unit
Development has been ap-
proved.

The foundation for the
enjoyment of future genera-
tions of timeshare owners
at Breezy Point Reort is
secure.

For ticket prices and a complete schedule
including away games, please visit 
www.breezypointnorthstars.com

Timesharing 101
The Breezy Pointer often

publishes stories about time-

sharing. The following

briefly describes its concept

and hisory.

Timesharing is an idea
whose time has come and is
probably the last thing
Captain Billy Fawcett had
on his mind when he start-
ed the summer-only Resort
in 1921.

The concept of timesharing
began in Europe in the
1960s when rising costs
prompted developers to
come up with the idea of
subdividing individual con-

dominium units into inter-
val ownership plans, or
timesharing.

Vacationers could better
afford to buy one or two
weeks at a desirable resort
area than year-round own-
ership of a condominium.  

In other words, the owners
are separated by the weeks
on the calendar rather than
by the walls of a typical
condominium. 

Through the RCI consor-
tium, timeshare owners can
trade their time at Breezy
Point for one in Florida or

several thousand resorts
around the world.

Annual worldwide time-
share sales exceed $5.2 bil-
lion and have brought legit-
imacy to the timeshare
industry by attracting com-
panies like Marriott, Hilton,
Disney, Ritz-Carlton and
others.

Breezy Point Resort was a
pioneer in the timesharing
concept that revolutionized
resort living and compli-
mented its growing conven-
tion, wedding, reunion, golf
and leisure guest business.

With 750 campsites that
conservatively accommo-
date 2 people per site, or
1500 people, the White-
birch Campground and RV
Resort is actually larger
than many communities in
Minnesota.

Amy Malick is the Aviation
Department's point person
for sustainability, and she
says the city is looking at a
pilot program of 30 goats to
eat grass and weeds in one,
hard-to-mow area.

She says the area is outside
the security fence, so
there's no danger of goats
on the runways. 

Malick adds that the
department also worries
about pollution produced
by mechanical mowers, so
they're turning to the four-
legged variety. 

Atlanta recently started a
similar effort and San
Francisco has been using
goats for years.

Founded as a Minnesota
non-profit in 2004, Spring
Point Project (SPP) was born
out of the passion of Tom
Cartier a Duluth insurance
broker to find a cure for his
son, Cory, whose quality of
life was stolen from him at
age 10 when he was diag-
nosed with Type 1 diabetes. 

When Tom learned of his
son's diagnosis in 1993, he
went on a mission to find a
cure for Type 1 diabetes to
improve the life of his son
and the millions of people
affected by diabetes, not
just in the US, but beyond. 

Tom began working with a
University of Minnesota
physician, Dr. Bernhard
Hering, MD who theorized
that pig islets could help
people with diabetes - pig
tissue had been widely used
to treat humans with other
chronic diseases - and
could provide a virtually
unlimited supply of islets
the cells destroyed by Type
1 diabetes. 

Soon after their meeting,
Tom and Dr. Hering began
to develop the concept that
could eventually move pig
islet transplantation from
vision to practice.

Tom, along with other pas-
sionate parents and rela-
tives of people living with
Type 1 diabetes, began a
grassroots effort to make
porcine islet transplanta-
tion a viable treatment
option for people living with
diabetes, in particular, the
tens of thousands of people
with difficult to manage dia-
betes. 

A unique partnership of
parents, volunteers, busi-
ness professionals, physi-
cians, swine producers and
researchers emerged, and
the dream began to shape
itself into a solid plan - the
shortest path to the cure. 

Spring Point Project with
Executive Director Tom
Spizzo, who left the Resort
to lead SPP's program,
would establish facilities
and supply pigs needed for
the pig islet cell transplant
trials while Dr. Hering and
his team of researchers at
the University of Minnesota's
Schulze Diabetes Institute re-
fined the science.

SPP broke ground in 2006
on a site in western Wis-
consin where the organiza-
tion built and operates a
barrier facility to raise the

specially selected medical-
grade, high-health pigs. The
facility is in compliance
with governmental regula-
tions for islet cell trials in
humans. 

The resulting Diabetes
Research and Wellness
Foundation Islet Resource
Facility, home of Spring
Point Project, opened in
February 2007 and through-
out 2007 was populated
with founder animals. The
first medical-grade, second
generation pigs were born
in the facility in April 2008.  

Production of these very
special pigs continues
today serving multiple dia-
betes and liver failure
research programs in addi-
tion to supporting Dr.
Hering and the Schulze
Diabetes Institute.

Sinclair Lewis, author of

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Question: Why can't we get
upgraded rooms if we do
not like the unit we were
assigned? It often looks like
many units are empty?
Answer: The Resort can not
simply assign a guest to a
vacant unit that is owned
by someone else. That
owner may arrive at any
time during their week and
expect their unit to be
unoccupied, clean and
ready for their use. It is best
to verify what unit you will
be staying in before you
confirm your exchange. 

Question: We love White-
birch Estates but when we
exchange often we get

Eagles Nest. How can we be
sure we will get Whitebirch
Estates?
Answer: Eagles Nest is
reserved on a Sunday to
Sunday basis. Whitebirch
Estates has only Friday and
Saturday check-in days.
Check-in days cannot be
altered so to stay in
Whitebirch and not Eagles
Nest you must check in on
a Friday or Saturday.

Question: Why can't all
major repairs be done dur-
ing the maintenance week
and not during my week?
Answer: Unfortunately
maintenance weeks are
scattered throughout the

off- season in order to allow
housekeeping and mainte-
nance the chance to do the
deep cleaning during less
busy times. 

Maintenance weeks may
not all be in the same build-
ing at the same time.
Exterior tasks such as roof-
ing and painting must be
done when the weather is
warm.  

That type of work is nor-
mally done to an entire
building at once. Work at
this time is necessary in
order for us to maintain the
units and buildings in the
best condition possible.

TIMESHARE CORNER

Several timeshare owners have
reported being contacted by com-
panies offering to sell, buy or rent
their timeshare. As an induce-
ment, they claim to have a buyer
ready to purchase the timeshare
or assurances they can sell it.

In all cases, the owner is being
told that they must pay up-front
fees as high as $5000 for servic-
es, closing costs or other fees.
Once the money is received these
companies often disappear.

Adding insult to injury, after the
company gets the money from the
owner they take no action to sell,
buy or rent the owner’s week or
relieve the owner of the ongoing
responsibility for association
fees.  

The following are tips to protect
yourself:
-  If it sounds too good to be

true, it probably is!
-  Be wary of up-front fees.
-  Don't agree to anything before
researching the company.
-  Demand everything in writing.
-  Don't be tricked by fancy
sounding addresses or titles.

Under no circumstances
should you pay in advance any
fees for the sale or rental of
your timeshare.

A recent investigative report by
WPTV in West Palm Beach, FL,
detailed bogus timeshare trans-
actions by 5 individuals accused
of operating a “boiler room scam”
that bilked $2.6 million from
timeshare owners across North
America.

The complaint, unsealed in feder-
al court, described the group’s
focus on timeshare owners who
were convinced they could sell
their timeshares by paying clos-
ing fees with a promise that buy-
ers were waiting to purchase.

Further, the victims were told
their fees would be returned after
the sale was complete.

According to the FBI, there were
no potential purchasers, no sales
and that closings were never
made.

The fees were not returned and
the timeshare owners were
unable to recoup their losses.

The group has been charged with
mail and wire fraud and faces up
to 20 years in prison.

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The ABCs of Wine  
and Food Pairing

Whitebirch Village

Breezy Pointer

Have you found yourself in
a quandry when shopping
for a bottle of wine to share
with friends over dinner?
Or, agonizing over the wine
list when dining out, afraid
to make the wrong choice? 

If you answered “yes” to
these questions, the follow-
ing may be helpful. Just
remember that however you
make your choices, they are
yours alone. Please your-
self.

Wine and food pairing is an
extremely personal  thing. It
is an individual choice.
Every person's sense of
taste is different. In general,
each person should decide
what combination of wine
and food taste good.

Pairing is not a mysterious
science. It is simply the
decision of which wine will
bring out the best in a given
food and which food will
bring out the best in a given

wine, all based on how you
personally enjoy both.

You don't want the food to
completely overpower the
wine so you cannot taste it
at all. Conversely, you don't
want the wine to be so
strong that you can't taste
the meal. Some sort of bal-
ance lies in the middle.

Do you match like with like
such as an appley tasting
wine along with an apple
pie dessert? Or, do you add
some contrast so the spici-
ness in the meat stew bal-
ances against the slightly
sweet wine? Either method
works as do countless oth-
ers. 

Part of the fun is to experi-
ment with different combi-
nations to see which strike
your own palate as truly
delicious. 

Typically you want to drink
light-to-dark, just as when

you plan a meal you start
with delicate tastes and
work toward heavier tastes,
for this reason you tend to
serve white wine with appe-
tizers or opening courses in
a meal and heavier reds as
the meal progresses.

A. Match the weight of the
wine with the weight of the
food

B. Either match like flavors
(apples with apples) or con-
trasting flavors (spicy with
sweet).

C. Drink lightest to heaviest.
