Fawcett's 1921 purchase
of the property to the fall of
1974))

Hopkins House Breezy
Point Resort closed for the
summer season in mid-
September 1974 and
reopened shortly before
Christmas for the winter.

The Resort had become a
popular snowmobile desti -
nation and while the win -
ter operation had not yet
turned the corner to prof -
itability, it filled the rev -
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enue gap between the
summer tourist seasons.

The Resort became the
first Minnesota resort to
have color TVs when it
purchased 76 sets at a
cost of $412 each. While it
was a huge expenditure at
the time, the investment
would prove to be visionary.

In spite of excellent snow
conditions, the trails were
quiet on the afternoon of
January 12, 1975. All
attention was focused on
the Resort's TVs as the
guests despaired over the
defeat of the Minnesota
Vikings at the hands of
the Pittsburgh Steelers in
Super Bowl IX.

Diminishing snow in
March brought an end to
the winter season.

Palmer Hermundslie, a
cofounder of Medtronic,
had acquired the boat
rental and sales business
in 1970 and relocated it
from the lower level of the
old Marina restaurant to
its present location.

He also had operations on
Gull Lake, Leech Lake and

a boat sales business in
the building Crow Wing
Power today occupies at
it's headquarters on high -
way 371.

The business was operat -
ed from a small building
on the site of the present
Boat House. Fuel pumps
for both boat and aviation
gas sat at the end of a long
dock.

The Resort purchased the
business in the spring of
1975 and offered fuel, bait
and the rentals of sail

boats, speedboats, fishing
boats and pontoons. The
aviation pumps were soon

covered that airplane
activity was almost non-
existent.

The airport and Mobil gas

station operations contin -

ued.

Runway lights had been
installed in the mid-60s

but the mysterious break -

age and disappearance of
the lights forced the
Resort to remove them,
thus ending night-time
aircraft operations.

The Resort continued its

offerings of live entertain -

ment throughout the
summer of 1975. As in
years past, the weekends
saw record crowds but
the mid-week business
remained soft.

Over the winter of
1975/1976, the owners

concentrated on market

ing and facility plans for

the coming summer sea

son.

The vacated space that
had been the boat marina
under the Marina restau
rant was gutted and devel
oped into what would
become the Dockside bar.

Furnished with a horse

shoe shaped bar, it
became a popular hang
out for local boaters and
guests.

An attempt to accentuate
the golfing opportunities
at the Resort had over
whelming results. The
first Breezy Point Celebrity
Golf Tournament drew
over one hundred real and
“want-to-be” golfers to the
Traditional course.

The list of celebrities was
long and included
Minnesota Vikings Paul

From a Pile of Rocks to a

To a passerby in the early

1920s, the entrance to

"Captain Billy" Fawcett's

Breezy Point Lodge was
hardly impressive. The

grand lodge, mansion and

cabins were obscured by

scrub pines and over -
grown underbrush.

The only hint of activity
was a primitive log frame -
work over the driveway
with a modest sign pro -
claiming "Breezy Point
Lodge, W. H. Fawcett,
Prop."

Fawcett’s attention turned
to the entrance in 1926. He
commissioned Charley
Skoog, a well-known
stonemason from Pequot
Lakes, to create an
impressive gateway that
would equal the grandeur
of the Lodge.

Fawcett envisioned a
sweeping stone structure
with pillars and wings on
each side. Drawing from
his Army service and
patriotism, the pillars
would be the bases for
American flags.

Skoog set about the task
of acquiring rocks that
had been picked from area
farms. This was a monu -
mental effort as the gates
were to be solid, notthe hol -
low framework with rock
facing as is common today.

Construction on the south

side of the road was
almost complete when
Mrs. Fawcett approached
Skoog and instructed him

to tear it down. She
claimed "Captain Billy"
would certainly run into it

with his Stutz-Bearcat!

This wasn't something
that could easily be dis -
mantled so Skoog went to
the hardware store in
Pequot Lakes and bought
dynamite. This was a time
before fears of terrorism
and background checks,
when anyone with money
could buy dynamite over
the counter.

The charges were placed
and the ensuing explosion
sent debris in all direc -
tions and, much to the
chagrin of the greenskeep -
er, showered the adjacent
golf green with rock and

mortar.

Satisfied with his demoli

tion, Skoog began the
cleanup of the mess. It
wasn't long before
Fawcett, alerted by the
concussion, arrived with a
barrage of questions and,
no doubt, some descrip

tive comments. Skoog told
him of Mrs. Fawcett's
orders and Fawcett told
him to ignore her and
rebuild it.

Over the past 80-plus
years a few cars have run
into the gates, however
the cars have come out
second best. Some of the
accidents have been
blamed on ice but it's not

known whether it was the

ice on the road or in the

beverages of the unlucky
drivers.

Skoog's work has stood

the test of time. Although
the signs above the gates
have occasionally changed,
the gates are a testament
to his expert workman -
ship.

In addition to the gates,
Charley Skoog's lasting
stonework is evident in
the stairs and retaining
walls at the Fawcett
House as well as the mag -
nificent stairs leading up
to what was planned to be
a clubhouse. Fawcett
dubbed them the “Golden
Stairs”. The clubhouse
never materialized
Instead, in 1965, a chapel
was built on the site.

The Breezy Point Resort

gates not only have histor -
ical significance, they

have created lifelong

memories as the back -
drop for generations of

family photographs.

Speculation centered on a
case of liquor that was set
on a stove. The thought
was that a burner switch

was accidently bumped,
turning on the heat under

the box. If that was the
case, the liquor would
have been an explosive
fuel.

The remaining 30 units
were used for the rest of
the season and the recon
struction of the 20
destroyed units was fin

ished for the 1977 season.

The Resort was gaining a
reputation as a great golf
destination. The favorite
golf package in 1976 was
the “Budget Vacation”. It
included a 4-day/3-night
stay with unlimited golf,
breakfasts at the Marina
restaurant and dinners at
the Supper Club, all at a
per person double occu -
pancy rate of $79 mid-
week and $89 on week -
ends.

Seizing an opportunity to
expand its entertainment
options, the Resort pur
chased from Walter Broich
the Four Seasons bar,
now Primetime Food &
Spirits.

Broich, a super-salesman
and promoter, had created
in the Four Seasons a
magnet for the younger
crowd. He “packed-em-in”
with Terry Masters, a one-
man band.

The Resort had now
placed itself in a very envi -
able marketing position.
The golf packages were a
success, the group busi -
ness continued to grow
and the entertainment
choices met the demands
of all age groups.

In spite of the summer
successes, winter was
once again casting its
shadow over the long-term
financial viablilty of the
Resort.

Minnesota.

Patty Berg, 16, won the
Ten Thousand Lakes Golf
Championship on July 7,

1934, at Breezy Point
Lodge.
Berg, of Minneapolis,

started playing golf only
two years earlier and went
on to become a pioneer in
women'’s professional golf
and became a member in
the World Golf Hall of
Fame.

In all, Berg won 60 profes
sional events, including
the first U.S. Women's
Open in 1946 (the only
time it was played at
match play), the Western
Open seven times and
Titleholders four times.
What made these totals
even more remarkable is

that for the entire prime of

her professional career
Berg was competing while
carrying a full schedule of

exhibitions and clinics.

Berg turned professional

in 1940, when there were

only a handful of women

professionals. Her income
was earned doing clinics
and exhibitions for Wilson

Sporting  Goods.  She
received a $100 war bond
for her first professional

victory in the Women'’s
Western Open victory.

In 1948, the LPGA was
established, and Berg,
along with Babe Didrikson
Zaharias, Betty Jameson
and Louise Suggs, became
the Big Four of the
women's game. Berg, who
was also the association's
first president, won three
titles that first year. She is
the first woman to win
$100,000 in career earn -
ings.

The LPGA honored her by
establishing the Patty
Berg Award in 1978 which
is given to the lady golfer
who has made the great
est contribution to
women's golf during the
year.

In 1924, he lived up to his
name as captain when he

Later that year, reports
had him returning to his
home at Breezy Point
Lodge from his 20th trip
around the world. His
travels included big-game
hunting in Africa, sight -
seeing in the Orient and
fishing in Alaska.

My 30 years with Breezy

Fortunately for the Resort,
as well as the surrounding
communities, the TIF
tions were overcome and we
were able to build Antlers
restaurant, the Breezy Point
Ice Arena and, most recent
ly, the Marina Il restaurant
and Dockside Lounge. We
have incorporated in these
projects the latest in envirn
mentally friendly, “green”
technology.

While Antlers and Marina Il
appeal to locals and Resort
guests alike, they have cre
ated focal points that are
invaluable in attracting to
the Resort new conference
business.

The Ice Arena is now the
home to the local hockey
teams and the Breezy Point
Figure Skating Club. The
intensive schedule of hock

ey tournaments brings over
10,000 visitors to the area
during the otherwise quiet

winter season.

It is gratifying for me to hear
the positive comments,
many from the former oppo
nents of the projects, about
these facilities and our fore
sight and perseverance to
see them through.

As we had projected, the
completion of these projects
has enabled us to provide
year-round employment in
what otherwise was a very
seasonal business.

Itis a great feeling to receive
such prestigious recogni
tion. My success, however,
is the result of our loyal and
talented staff who share my
dream for Breezy Point
Resort as well as the contin
uing and prosperous growth
of the City of Breezy Point
and the surrounding area.

Timeshare at Breezy Point Resort
began in 1981 and continues today.
Since that time, 14 timeshare projects
have been developed by Whitebirch,
Inc., the parent corporation to Breezy
Point Resort. The projects consist of
14 individual homeowners associa
tions. Three of the homeowners asso
ciations (Whitebirch Estates, Eagles
Nest and Pelican Cove) are managed by
Breezy Point Resort. The remaining
eleven associations’ boards of directors
chose in 1998 to terminate their con
tract with Breezy Point Resort and
retain the services of a former Resort
employee, Neal Narveson, of Narveson
Management.

The boards of directors of those eleven
associations approved the construc
tion of a pool building, which also
houses a check-in desk and recre
ational area.

Owners, guests and RCI visitors who
vacation in any Whitebirch Estates,

Eagles Nest or Pelican Cove unit check
in at Breezy Point Resort as they have
always done. Vacationers in any of the
11 units managed by Narveson Mgmt
check in at the recreational building

located off of the Resort property out

side of the Resort's front gate.

What is included in the fees we pay
directly to Breezy Point Resort?

Housekeeping: Provides cleaning, maid
service, supplies and inspection and
inventory of units upon the departure of
guests.

Interior Maintenance: Includes, but is not
limited to, all minor repairs and mainte
nance to the interior of each unit such as
minor plumbing and electrical repairs,
flooring, walls, furniture, appliances and
equipment repairs.

Exterior Maintenance: Includes, but is
not limited to, all minor repairs and
upkeep to the exterior of each unit, such
as touch up painting and caulking, land
scaping maintenance including lawn and
tree care, snow removal, minor repairs to
windows, doors, roof, upkeep of docks, if
applicable, repair, and upkeep of parking
areas and streets not maintained by the
City.

Activities Fee: Provides activity programs,
tours, crafts and sports equipment.
